Funds 

will be provided in the form of loans and/or grants. Applications are due in the Office of 

Community Development, 77 Park Street, Attleboro, MA 02703 no later than noon, 

Monday, March 1, 2021. Mailed applications should be post marked no later than, Friday, 

February 26, 2021.
